	Literacy

Phonics – continuing to develop awareness of letter sounds, using this knowledge to read and write simple words

Writing – continuing to develop awareness of the use of capital letters & full stops

Using simple mathematical vocabulary to describe shapes and quantities
	
	Expressive Arts & Design 

Exploring artistic styles and techniques from around the world -  collage, painting, model making

Continuing to develop simple drawing skills – pencil grip, pencil control, colouring with crayons, pencils and pens 
Exploring dance, music styles and instruments from different cultures
