Reading Expectations at St Anne’s Primary School

At St Anne’s Primary school we value reading highly and we encourage our children to become enthusiastic readers. We provide our children with class libraries, a school library, guided reading, one to one reading, reading comprehension sessions and also reading initiatives that aim to inspire and encourage all children to read.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Our Reading scheme is made up of a variety of different publishers in order to cater for all reading needs and tastes. We have the ORT main scheme, Treetops, Project X, Hero Academy, Classic Tales, Shakespeare’s Tales and much more in school. These schemes have a variety of Fiction and Non-Fiction books, Poetry and Joke books for the children to choose from.  In KS1 and LKS2, most of the reading books are decodable so that the children can apply their phonics knowledge when reading them. 
Throughout our school, the children take part in regular Guided Reading sessions. They are set allocated pages from their school reading book to read at home by a given date, then in school these are discussed and expanded on with the class teacher. 
Our Whole School expectation is that each child has read and discussed those pages at home, and when working with their parent, they have answered questions about the text. Each class teacher presents parents with appropriate questions and ideas for reading discussions at the beginning of the school year to help with Home reading. These come in the form of a booklet and a bookmark, both of which provide question and discussion ideas for parents. They are also on the school website.  Also, the child’s Reading Diary must be signed by an adult. This shows the class teacher that the book has been read and that it can be changed.
We also expect that children are reading a variety of age and challenge appropriate texts at home. Each child’s reading diary has space in which the child, or adult, can fill in the titles of these books. This helps the class teacher to see what is being read at home and also to promote more Book Talk in class, which encourages other children to find new titles to read.
Our School Library holds regular lunchtime sessions, and some after school sessions for the children to attend. We encourage the children to come and borrow books to read in school, or to take home to share with their families. We expect parents to encourage their children in this activity and to assist us in their child’s development.
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‘Aspire to be more’ is our school motto. We believe that being a successful reader helps a child to achieve all that they aim to in life. We strive to work alongside parents to develop our children’s understanding of the importance of reading. We welcome comments and suggestions from all parents.
