As a Reception team we have been really pleased by the way in which all children have settled in really well over the first couple weeks. The main aim for this half-term is to ensure the children feel settled and happy and become used to our rules and routines. The children have been busy each day playing alongside one another and exploring their new classroom environment. We aim to ensure we sustain this happy, positive atmosphere from here on in and have great year ahead!  

This week we have been: 
· Learning to sing/say our morning, lunchtime and end of the day prayers.

· On a listening walk around the school grounds listening to the different environmental sounds we can here.

· Playing some fun circle time games like ‘Fruit Salad’ and ‘Pass the ball around…’
· Talking about the importance of friendships, acceptance and feelings in our key worker groups by listening to various stories.
· Learning to recognise numbers, singing counting rhymes and counting sets of different objects. 

· Finding out and talking what soap flakes feel like in a sensory activity.

· Practicing tapping out a simple beat using wooden klaves. 

· Planning our ‘Autumn’ topic which begins next week by exploring and talking about all the interesting things in our ‘Talking Tub’ (Each topic is planned directly from the children’s interests and what they wish to find out more about).
· Looking at the story of the ‘The Lighthouse Keepers’ Lunch’ – designing and making a new telescope for ‘Mr Grinling’  in pairs and also talking about healthy eating by designing a new healthy lunch for ‘Mr Grinling’ in small groups.
