Thank you to all those who were able to attend the Reception ‘Meet the Teacher’ Meeting on Monday. For those who were unable attend and would like to ask any questions regarding the documents that were sent home to you then do not hesitate to ask one of the Reception Staff. 

This week we have been: 
· Learning our Autumn rhyme called ‘Autumn Leaves are Falling’. 

· Doing a leaf print picture using different sized leaves and Autumn colours. (Some of these will be displayed on our class displayed board in the school hall from today so please take a look. Others will be inserted into our Topics Floorbook which will begin to be displayed in our classroom in the coming weeks.
· Listening to various Autumn stories such as ‘The Best Gift of All’ and ‘Ferdie and the Falling Leaves.’

· Drawing a picture of someone we are thankful for on cut out leaves which have been added to our ‘Thankful (Evergreen) tree’. This will be displayed in the classroom so please do take a look.  

· In ‘Come and See’ we have been recognising that we are all precious to God and we are his special children, during the ‘Reveal’ part of our ‘Myself’ topic. 

· Practicing and performing the song ‘If I were a Butterfly’, which was part of the focus for last week’s Come and See sessions. The video of this will soon be uploaded on our class page on the school website, so please do pay a visit to this page regularly!

· Learning how to count sets of objects correctly in Mathematics and beginning to identify one more/less of a given number. 
· (Also in Mathematics) We have been sorting various autumnal objects into different groups e.g. by colour, by type, by feel. 
· The children in Mr Jones’ phonics group have been learning the sounds ‘i’ ‘n’ ‘m’ and ‘d’ and learning how to 

recognise and read tricky words such ‘I’ and ‘as’.
