	Subject
	Areas of Study/Topics

	Religious Education
	Beginnings The children will learn the many beginnings each day offers and that God is present in every beginning.
Baptism/ Confirmation: The children will share their experiences of signs and symbols and learn about the signs and symbols used in Baptism. 
Advent/ Christmas: The children will learn how to prepare for special times and the preparation for the celebration of Jesus at Christmas.

	Literacy
	Use of capital letters, punctuation, use of sentence openers, connectives and adjectives.
Develop sight vocabulary of high frequency words.

Common spelling patterns.

Stories with familiar settings; postcards and letters; instructions; poetry.
Read, Write inc phonics.

	Numeracy
	Number and place value; addition/subtraction; shape; multiplication/ division; position and direction; measurement

	Topic work on Australia
	This term we will be finding out about Australia. This will link into our work in art on aboriginal paintings; science/ geography as we investigate flora and fauna and history as we look at Charles Darwin and Captain James Cook.

	Science
	Living things and their habitats– The children will learn about the differences between living and non living things; habitats; identifying and naming plants and animals in their habitats; simple food chains.
Uses of every day materials – the children will identify and compare the uses of a variety of everyday materials and find out how the shapes of solid objects can be changed.

	Art
	Colour mixing using different materials; Aboriginal paintings and artists; pictures in the style of different artists; use of different sketching materials; exploring symbols and shapes used in painting.

	Design and Technology
	Devising habitats for creatures/ plants allowing for their specific needs; designing and making boomerangs/ didgeridoos; designing a new plant/ flower that has not yet been discovered.

	History
	Finding out about the history of Australia from its links with England; Charles Darwin and his cataloguing of flora and fauna; Captain James Cook chartering eastern Australia; indigenous people

	Geography
	Links to our history and science work regarding living things and their habitats; indigenous people of Australia; natural landmarks in Australia including Uluru and the Great Barrier Reef.

	Music
	Continuous learning: pitch, durability, listening, tone.
Songs that link in with traditional Australian instruments.

	PE
	Dance – Sports Coaching Programme; dance. Gymnastics turning, jumping, balancing and going on the apparatus.

	ICT
	Finding information – learning how to find information on a computer.
Controlling a floor turtle – using a software package and also programming a beebot in the classroom.
Navigating a program – how to find your way around a program. Scratch – writing their own program.
