As in all schools, we are required to perform Fire and Lockdown drills on a termly basis. This is to ensure 
the safety of all pupils should ther be an emergency.  
Fire Drills  : a loud alarm is sounded and the children are escorted calmly outside to the back of the 
playground. 
Lockdown drills : 3 rings on the school bell sound and pupils gather quietly with their class staff in the 
furthest corner of the classroom from the windows. Staff lock all doors, close all blinds and cover the 
windows of internal doors. With our younger children, we call Lockdown Drill ‘playing hide and seek from 
Mrs Darnell’ !
