You
must apply even if a brother or sister is already at the school.

Go to www.lancashire.gov.uk/schools. It is quick and easy to do and you will receive email confirmation
of your application. There is also a supplementary form for Catholic Primary schools which is available
from the School Office. This should be completed and sent into school in support of the on-line
application. The website closes on the :

15 January 2025 for Primary School applications.
